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I used Studio One to record MIDI instruments on 4 separate tracks. There were 4 tracks total: one piano, bass guitar, drum and bells track. I started with the piano and then did the bass, drums, and bells last. I like figuring out the chords of a piece before adding anything else, so making the piano first definitely helped with that. I didn’t add any EQ or effects, but I made some pan adjustments. I used a click track when recording and although it worked fairly well, I still did a couple takes and some editing fixes. Using MIDI was really easy to line up the notes on the right beats without changing the sound. There was not a huge lag, but I tended to be a little earlier than the beat. I normally don’t play with a click track, so that’s probably why. Overall, it went well.
